Each sheet of washi is hand-dyed by skilled
artisans in Kyoto, using wooden plates to carefully reproduce the colors
and patterns, one by one. Since these Japanese Yu-zen washi papers are
crafted by hand, slight variations in color and texture may occur. We hope
you enjoy the beauty and unigueness of our Yu-zen washi, individually
hand-dyed in Kyoto, Japan.
